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We got off to a good start this year thanks to all the efforts of the past Georgia District 

leadership teams. Once we worked through Governor Rayõs transition period, we were able to con-

centrate on some new areas of communication. Two of Rayõs primary goals is to reduce the costs in-

curred by the District with respect to 1) District meetings and 2) Published Communications.  

I wish to bring to your attention two critical aspects of External Communications: First, the 

importance of the electronic revolution in which we find ourselves today and secondly, advertising.  

Teleconferencing  

While worth the time, District events and Publications consume a lot of time, energy and 

money by all those involved. Ray feels we could do just as good a job by reducing the quarterly 

meetings held during the year at various locations to two and replace two with a teleconference for-

mat. Consequently we entered into a contract with Netwolves Corporation to host our first two tele-

conference events with a service know as Reservationless -Plus. It takes a little more pre -planning, 

but is worth it. These teleconferences are recorded and can be played back so the Minutes can be 

documented by the District Secretary. The two teleconferences we have already had were very 

successful. They allowed us to discuss issues critical to the future of our District without having 

everyone travel to and from remote locations. Furthermore, teleconferencing can be set up on an 

òas neededó basis providing for timely communications between our leadership. The District Founda-

tion also has access to this new capability.  

Secondly, Ray is focusing on reducing the amount of printing and mailing expense by placing 

more emphasis on the District Web Site and Internet communication.  

Computer Technology and E - mailing 

We are in an electronic revolution that even for me is mind -blowing! Be that as it may, we as 

a team of òcommunity servantsó must not allow this important advancement in òcommunicationsó to 

intimidate us or òmake us weary!ó I can tell you from experience that the computer has a òmultiplier 

effectó on the amount of òcommunicationó one individual can produce. A specific case in point which 

I will address in the advertising segment of this article is òText Messaging.ó 

E- Mail  

E-mail is an extremely important way to keep in touch and disburse critical information 

quickly and accurately. Just ask the Post Office how it has affected their way of doing business. 

But like all òmail,ó we have to read it! Our culture has progressed from, drum beats to smoke sig-

nals, from smoke signals to telegraph, telegraph to telephone, telephone to satellite and the fiber 

optic and light transmission of information. This level of electronic ingenuity is just going to in-

crease. We have to embrace it if we are to continue to play a vital role in our culture and to effec-

tively serve those in our communities who are less fortunate than ourselves.  
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Advertising  

 District Level  

Over the past several years, we have had many great motivational slogans we wish to continue 

building upon. Slogans like: òGetting the Word Out, Celebrate Civitan, Just Do Itó have motivated 

me to push on and stay involved. They have helped me focus on our Civitan Vision of service to our 

community. These slogans sum up what we need to be doing to enhance our ability to serve our pri-

mary target groups. Truthfully we are quickly finding that the costs associated with some advertis-

ing are extremely high! Even though we might be able to negotiate a good deal, our District just 

doesnõt seem to have the funds or motivation we need to make something like this happen. We had 

as well be a òmile away as an inch away!ó With that said, however, The External Communications 

Committee is moving forward with our research into the various advertising opportunities and are 

always attentive to ways we can bring in corporate sponsorships to help us convey our Civitan Vision 

to our communities.  

Public Relations  

Under the leadership of Terry Crouch, Region 2 in 2009 drafted a detailed list of various 

public relations initiatives we hope to òweaveó into our District advertising campaigns under the 

leadership of Governor Ray Marden.  

Bill Board Advertising  

Additionally, we have had conferences with three large bill board advertisers. Over this past 

Quarter, we received two significant proposals for seven bill boards on the Interstate Highway sys-

tem in Georgia; one for five billboards in South Georgia and one for the Atlanta Metropolitan area. 

The metro area emphasis would be wrapping MARTA busses with our message and posting signage in 

the MARTA rail stations. We are currently studying this proposal. This kind of advertising will re-

quire a significant financial obligation on the District to make it happen.  

Text Messaging  

 Tracking the effectiveness of advertising is a major consideration in any campaign.. In order 

gauge the effectiveness of bill board advertising, we must know how to take advantage of òtext 

messagingó telecommunication capabilities. Using this approach we can pinpoint specific bill boards. 

We are currently undergoing an analysis of this technology. (It is old technology to some; yet new to 

me!) 

òCorporate Cost- Share Arrangements  

We are currently working out final arrangements for a meeting with a potential corporate 

advertising department.  We hope to pursue a cost -share arrangement with this and other major 

corporations. With this in mind, however, these corporations also have budgetary constraints. Any-

thing we do WITH them might require a financial obligation on our pat as well.   
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Club- Level Advertising Emphasis  

I am more convinced than ever that Civitan in Georgia is not well known because we go 

about serving our communities quietly. We rarely make òbig splashes!ó Most of us donõt want the 

visible recognition for the work we do! It is not our nature to try to attract attention to our-

selves. But, letõs rethink this position for a moment. We are not doing this for us; we are doing 

this for others! If you go out to work a project in blue jeans and sweaters, your job of communi-

cating Civitan is twice as hard! People wonõt notice òour message!ó 

While International provides advertising materials, they do not provide money for Dis-

trict and Local Club level advertising. They provide artwork support but no òreal estateó support. 

In other words, you have to have the structure upon which the sign will be mounted to take ad-

vantage of this International Civitan service. Itõs up to the District and local clubs to provide 

advertising!  

There are a few low -cost things we can do right now that will help make us be more visible:  

Club Media Person  

Appoint someone in your club who is òsold outó on taking pictures and website develop-

ment. Ensure that they have a good contact with your local print media. Invite the 

editors to your meetings. Feed them a meal. Have them actively involved in all your 

projects. Invite good speakers. Each Club should have at least one individual appointed 

to handle this extremely important assignment.  

Wear Your Blue and Gold Civitan Vest  

If you donõt have a Civitan blue and gold vest, buy one and wear it to ALL your pro-

jects. Be visible! It is the message we are trying to communicate! Civitan needs com-

munity support. Have that logo out there and visible.  

Civitan Bumper Plate  

If you donõt have a Civitan bumper plate, get one and put it on your car. Be visible! Put 

it on your Christmas òwishó list! 

City Limit Signage  

Past-Governor George Chandler introduced a good idea a couple of years ago. Contact 

George to obtain large Civitan logo signs designed to be placed at the city limits on in -

bound and out-bound traffic lanes. Encourage your local officials to support your ini-

tiatives in getting these signs mounted. The sooner the better!  
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Civitan International Artwork  

Davis Bledsoe at Civitan International can help you get large sign artwork that you can 

have put on local bill boards. All you need is the real estate! Try contacting an adver-

tiser in your area to allow you some free advertising on one of their signs. Interna-

tional can be helpful getting you the artwork and sign material  

Food For Thought.  

As long as we struggle with name recognition, we will need to consider advertising. We 

would ask that you and your clubs carefully consider and debate the idea of setting 

aside a percentage of your dues as a budgetary line item when you go through your 

budget process in the coming year. Consider it just another cost of keeping our vision 

in front of the public. It canõt replace the actual òdoingó which is so critical to any 

community service. It would simply be just another òtooló to keep our name in front of 

the public at all times. Please let us know what you think.  

Let me conclude by saying how privileged I am to be able to contribute to our team in òRockingó 

Civitan! When you think about it, we are a òcommunity serviceó organization that does not require 

any government funding and no government tax dollars. How better to serve our community? 

This is where community service should be - serving local needs first and helping those in our 

communities that find them selves struggling with early childhood and adult developmental is-

sues.
